We will continue with our Solar System unit again this month.  The children are very involved with their learning and are keen to bring Show and Share information about outer space.  

We have explored characteristics of the 4 (solid) inner planets along with ordinal numbers (Première planète: Mercure; Deuxième planète: Vénus; Troisième planèete: La Terre; et la Quatrième planète: Mars), as well as created rocket ships with our name, constellations, comètes, and finally their interpretation of the “Man in the Moon”.  

This month we will cross the asteroid belt and discover the 4 gaseous outer planets (Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, and Neptune).  We will continue to learn various aspects of space exploration, such as: planets-name, order, colour, hot or cold climate, basic composition (solid or gaseous); constellation stories, asteroids, meteors, and meteorites, and space travel.  We will also be creating a class volcano and a rocket ship.

Mathematics: recognize quantities without having to count; measurement with Mme Stephens

Visual Arts: secondary colours

Music: singing; using various objects to create music

Physical Education: various games to reinforce new space vocabulary, mathematical concepts, as well as following directions and working in groups
