December already!  Routines are being established and we are having a great time learning together! In Language Arts (LA) the letter sounds we are working on are: E, N, R, D. In addition, we are concentrating on retelling of familiar stories, syllable counting, as well as reading and writing strategies (such as using pictures to help us with words).    Please continue to practice English letter recognition and sounds at home, preferably out of sequence.   

We are having great success with our Word Wall!  Thank you for helping me with this!  I have been dancing a lot in the classroom to the joy and amusement of the children. (   They seem to be catching on to more words and expressions too, “Oh là là!  C’est quoi le mot ?” (“Oh dear!  What is the word?”) and “Il faut danser Madame!”  (“You have to dance, Madame!”).  I would like to continue adding words this month, along with some simple verbs sentences, “Je mange.” (“I eat.”)  Your feedback would be greatly appreciated, especially if you have any concerns with the Word Wall. 
In math we are working on using ordinal numbers in a variety of everyday contexts.  
“Show and Share” will be themed based again this month.  Please review the calendar to see the week’s theme.
Housekeeping:

Practice, practice, practice, please! Many children are experiencing great difficulty zipping up zippers and packing up their backpacks at the end of the day. Are you looking for some conversation during car rides to and from activities or at the dinner table?  You might want to try one of these ideas.

1) Amazing adjectives: Have your child give you a descriptive sentence about what they are seeing out the window or eating. (Example: Sweet, small, round, light green balls that squish in your mouth with every bite (peas).

2) Letter Sounds: What letter makes a “sss” sound?  OR  “What letter starts the word, ssssnake?”  

3) Word-to-word: Have your child give you a word that begins with the last letter of the word you started with. (Example: You say, “Elephant”.  They need to say a word that starts with “T” –“Ten”, for example. Next, you need to give them a word back that begins with the last letter of the word that they said.  In this case “N”.

4) Counting syllables: “How many syllables are hip-po-po-ta-mus?”  (Five!)

5) Retelling events: “First…  Then…  Next….  At the end…”

6) I Spy can be played with colours, letter sounds, letters, syllables, etc… 
7) Conversation starters: 

If you could have any superpower, what would it be and what would you use it to do?

If we had a time (flying) machine, where would you go?

If your picture were in the paper today, what would the caption say?
If you could be any type of animal, what would it be and why?
If you could be the principal of Victory PS, how would you run the school?
What was the nicest thing you did for someone this week?
If our family could have any animal in the world as a pet, what would you like to have? Why?
If you could invite someone to dinner who would it be? Why?  What would we eat?
If we had no electricity, what would our day be like?
If you had your own planet, what would it be like?
You may have to prompt your child or you may start with what your “super powers” would be.
