It is a special time for our students and we love to celebrate, so if you would like to send something, consider dollar store items such as: stickers, erasers, pencils, etc.  Thank you for respecting the needs of our families. ( 

Please remember to label clothing that belongs to your child, as when we find unlabeled items we have difficulty finding the owners.  

Thank you for respecting the need to report to the office.  With 120 kindergarten students, along with the students in other grades, staff is not always able to determine if you are a parent or a stranger wandering the halls.  For the safety of our children please continue to report to the office if your child is late or has an appointment.  As we are a kindergarten team, one of us would be happy to come to the office and pick up your child.  Separation anxieties may arise if you bring your child to the class hallway and then come into the classroom.  This can be disruptive to the class resulting in children becoming off task.  With 30 students, we thank you for your understanding and cooperation.  (
Thank you parents and students for understanding the privacy of the classroom.  Parents and students should not enter the classroom before school starts or at any time after the end of the day bell, unless the teacher is aware that you are coming.  Teachers frequently have meetings before and after school, are preparing for the next day, have expensive equipment or assessments/confidential information in our rooms.  We truly do enjoy speaking with you, as we feel that open communication is very important and key to superior education; however, it is important that our workplace is respected as well.  If your child needs to use the washroom, before or after school, please have your child ask the teacher on duty and they will give them a pass to use the main bathrooms.  Again for the safety of our children, adults should not be in the hallways and especially not in the washrooms.  Thank you so much for your understanding of the importance of keeping our students safe.

Thank you to all of you who have indicated a desire to volunteer in the class or to make play dough.  This is so important to the children, as they use it every day.  Please find the Play Dough Schedule and the Volunteer Schedule in your child’s “sac de communication”.   If these days do not work for you, please contact us.  If you do not see your name, please indicate the day that you would like to come in and which nutrition break/recess you would like to help out with (10:25am-11:00am or 12:30pm-1:30pm).  Thank you too to those who have donated craft supplies, Kleenex, and who have already made play dough for the class.  MERCI ! 

We are so happy with the nutritious lunches we are seeing!  BRAVO !  Simple, wholesome food is best for child brain development.  The less packaging a food has, the better it is for your child and your child’s environment.  

PIZZA: To ensure that the morning routines run as smoothly as possible, we request that if your child is going to order pizza that they order it for the term.  We have so much to do in the morning, that going through bags and backpack first thing in the morning looking for pizza order, has proven to be quite overwhelming.  We would much prefer connecting with the children when they enter in the morning.  For this term, we will accept orders on Thursdays only, if you wish to order pizza every once in a while.  Thank you so much for your understanding.  We can resend the pizza order forms upon request.

We are both very dedicated teachers and truly enjoy working with you and your child.  We get up in the morning excited to start the day and greet our little treasures.  We are blessed to have such a lovely group of children.
